The Notice convening the Meeting had been circulated to all Members on 13th May 2009 and was therefore taken as read.

Since more than eight members entitled to vote were present in person or by proxy, the Chairman declared that a quorum had been reached and the meeting proceeded to business.

The Chairman opened proceedings by inviting the Executive Director to summarise key developments over the past year.
The Executive Director reported that although the prevailing economic climate had predictably resulted in several resignations, in particular from the real estate sector, a number of new applications had recently been received and membership currently stood at 125.   Applications to join from Bulgarian companies had increased encouragingly and these were now being handled by Jenia Stoycheva, who had taken over from Anastasiya Gancheva as manager of the Sofia office and who was already making an important contribution to the work of the Chamber.  The most significant new development over the past year had been the launch of a new programme of networking evenings organised in Sofia on behalf of locally-based BBCC members.   The first drinks party, held in May, had been a great success and plans were underway to fix a timetable for similar gatherings to be held over the course of the coming months.   It was hoped that these events would serve to raise the Chamber’s profile in Bulgaria and attract interest among potential new members from the local business community.
The Chairman then put the resolution to receive the accounts for the year ended 30 June 2008 to the meeting, which was proposed by Mr Kosturkov, seconded by Mr Sprague, and passed unanimously.
There being no further business, the meeting was declared closed.
